Professor of Theatre Arts and Editor of the 
ASIAN THEATRE JOURNAL will be 
performing with Jarrad Powell's Seattle 
based gamelan at the Northwest Puppetry 
Center on March 3-5 and the University of 
Washington on March 5 doing the tale of 
Sunan Kalijaga, the Islamic saint who is 
said to have invented wayang--in the style  
of wayang cepak rod puppetry. March 10 
UCSC students will do a wayang wong 
("human puppet") version of Damar 
Wulan, the Grasscutter  who became King.   
Foley's traveling exhibit on Southeast Asian 
masks  just closed at Guilford College in 
North Carolina and will be opening  at the 
Center for Puppetry Arts in Atlanta in July.
